Shoulders: Well muscled
and oblique. Upper Arm:
Sturdy. Elbows: Close to
the chest and parallel.
Forearms: Straight and
sturdy. Pastern: Straight,
rather short.

Hindquarters

Upper thigh: slight slope, well
muscled. Hocks: set low. Well
angulated. Metatarsus: well
upright. Feet: round, broad,
covered with

hair.

Thigh: Strong and of
regular length.

Very strongly muscled.
Thigh bone parallel to the
medial bodyline.

Second Thigh: Long and
strongly muscled, parallel
the medial body line.
Decidedly inclined from
front to back. All the
tendons well developed.
